Cornwall Councillor A Soady was in attendance, along with four members of the public.

1.	Apologies

Councillor A Boaden was not in attendance at the beginning of the Meeting.  Councillor J Rand opened the meeting as the Chairman.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

Councillor A Glover declared an interest in item 7 a iii – PA22/05760 Gweal Wollas, White Cross – due to being a close neighbour.  He signed the Register of Interests and left the meeting during the discussion and the vote.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

None.

4.	Minutes 

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor A Glover and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 26 May 2022 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

Councillor A Boaden arrived at the meeting and took up the position of the Chairman.

5.	Matters arising from the above approved minutes

Following a discussion regarding FP208/6 at the previous meeting, the Clerk had confirmed that this path was on the cutting regime.

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

There was no update on the future of the school, however the Southerly Point MAT had now been disbanded and Cury School was not on the list of schools to be transferred to another MAT.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Following a decision by Cornwall Council to stop funding for the Royal Cornwall Museum in Truro, Councillor Soady announced that they had been invited to reapply for grant funding from a new pot of money.

The Waste Contract for Cornwall would change in 2024.

Covid numbers were decreasing in Cornwall.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

Councillor S Sugrue had circulated an email report following the previous meeting.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

(i)	PA22/04651 - Mrs Emma Robinson - Gwenton Farm, Bochym Hill, Cury Cross Lanes - Change of use from agricultural land to campsite (tents only) for 6 months per year April to September with provision of portable toilets and showers, reverting to agricultural land for October to March

Two letters of support and one letter of objection had been submitted to the Online Planning Portal.  Councillors were advised of the contents of all three. 

A discussion took place and it was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED to object to the application for the following reasons:-

· We do not consider that this camping development in this location responds to the AONB policy protection afforded to the designated landscape
· Accessibility to and from this site from the A3083 (which is a national speed limit) is incredibly dangerous.  Visibility is very limited and the additional traffic will cause problems.
(ii)	PA22/04961 - Mr H Dark - Higher Skewes Farm, Cury Cross Lanes - Construction of new four bedroom, two storey dwelling with Agricultural Occupancy Condition

The Agent spoke in favour of the application.  The County Land Agent supports the application and the AONB department support in principle, although they have concerns that the proposal will cause unacceptable harm to the landscape.

It was proposed by Councillor N Harris, second by Councillor S Sugrue ad RESOLVED to support the application.  Councillor A Glover abstained from the vote.

Councillor A Glover left the meeting for the following item.

(iii)	PA22/05760 - Messers T & J Saville & Palmer - Gweal Wollas, White Cross - Construction of extension to provide boiler room 

This was the third application that had been received for this site.  Councillors felt that this constituted planning creep and that the applicants were intent of using every inch of the site, to the detriment of the neighbouring properties.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor N Harris and RESOLVED to object to the application.  Councillors felt that there was no need for a boiler room to be located right up to the site boundary in a house this size.

Councillor A Glover returned to the meeting.

(iv)	PA21/12608 – Mr & Mrs T Williams – Agricultural building north of Trevow Barn, White Cross – Erection of an agricultural building for general purpose agricultural storage and stables and new vehicular access

This fresh application saw the stables being separated from the agricultural barn.  This did not alleviate any of the previous comments made by the Parish Council and it was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to object to the planning application.
	
(b)	Planning Decisions

(i)	PA21/08066 - Mr Richard Nathan - Land And Buildings West Of Bonython Farmhouse, Bonython Estate, Cury Cross Lanes - Proposed conversion of redundant barns and farmyard to 8 holiday cottages and multi-use events venue – Approved

(ii)	PA22/03039 - Mr Reuben Curnow - Nanfan Farm, Churchtown - Proposal Application for a Lawful Development Certificate for an existing use of a caravan which has been in residential use for over thirty years - Granted (CAADs, PIPs and LUs only)

(c) 	Planning Correspondence

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

The Chairman thanked Councillor S Sugrue for replacing the missing fence uprights in the park.

Western Power Distribution required an independent electrician and EDF to be on site to remove private equipment before a new electric meter box could be installed. WPD had confirmed that the existing box was not dangerous.  It was suggested that a wooden box be built around the existing electric box that would allow access to the meter.  Councillors S Sugrue and N Harris would investigate this possibility.

The hedge between the park and the changing rooms required strimming and the exposed wire needed removing - the Clerk would ask the football club to undertake this work.  

The ROSPA report was very positive.  The goal posts were loose, which the Clerk would ask the football club to repair.  Councillor S Sugrue would paint the exposed metal work on the see saw and the Chairman would purchaser 4 stainless steel U bolts for the swings.

The Amenity Committee had received confirmation that £10,000 had been received from Goonhilly Windfarm to purchase new play equipment.  The Clerk was required to submit a safeguarding policy and evidence of other funding being received before the funds were released.

(b)	Highways

The speed limit at Nantithet had been installed.  Although it was wonderful to see this project finally come into fruition, it was not without its problems.  The installation team had not completed the installation of the signs and road marking and there was still much work to be done.

The hedges at Merry Meeting and Tolverne were overgrown.  The Clerk would write to both properties.

A large stone had fallen out of the hedge at Whitecross and was causing an obstruction in the highway.

Three members of the public then left the meeting.

(c)	Public Rights of Way 

There was footpath growth on 208/9 required cutting.  The Clerk would speak to Cormac.

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The tree between the cemetery and the allotments was still in situ.  Quotes were being obtained for its removal.  However, there was no immediate danger as the tree is safe.  The Chairman had obtained a quote for £2,000.  More quotes were required.

(e)	Emergency Plan

It was agreed to have a defibrillator training session now that the defibrillator was in situ at the Village Hall.

9.	Election of a Councillor to sit on the Goonhilly Solar Fund Advisory Group 

Following the resignation of Robert Wright from the Council, a new member was required for the Advisory Group.  It was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to appoint Councillor J Rand as the member to sit on the Group..

10.	Financial Matters 

(a) 	To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor Julian Rand, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

(b)	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding 

None.

(c)	Other matters

Lloyds Bank at Helston were closing.  Falmouth would be our closest branch.  The Clerk would change the signatories on the account following a change in Councillors.
