Report from Cornwall Councillor W Sanger
Complaints had been made regarding vehicles speeding through Churchtown.  A speed indicator would be placed between Whitecross and Churchtown in the direction of travel from Helston towards Mullion.

Grant funding was available for Parish and Town Councils that had completed, or were completing, an Emergency Plan.  The Clerk would contact the Community Network Manager.

Councillor R Wright advised the meeting that the adopted Emergency Plan had now been reproduced and circulated to the relevant persons.  The Summer BBQ to bring the volunteers together would take place on 19 June at the Village Hall and would commence with a short talk by the Mullion Community Fire Station and Co-responder personnel.
(f)
Footpath from Nantithet to White Cross
Councillor Miss P Oates suggested that a safe walk way was required from Nantithet to White Cross following the opening up of Footpath 2.  Walkers had to pass through the narrow part of Nanithet hill for quite a distance before meeting a verge that was suitable for walking on.  There was another part of the verge further towards White Cross that was overgrown and unsuitable for pedestrians.  Councillor Miss P Oates suggested that the landowner of the field adjacent to Nantithet Hill gave a permissive path through his field to enable walkers to keep off the road.  The Landowner (Councillor A Boaden), advised the meeting that a permissive path would not be created through his field due to the huge responsibility being placed on farmers with public rights of ways through their land.
It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED that the verge between the Village Hall and all the way down to the narrow part of Nantithet Hill be cut back in the near future.  This would allow pedestrians to walk off the highway for the majority of the distance between Nantithet and White Cross.  In the likely event that Cormac refused to fulfill our request, the hedge cutting contractor would be asked to undertake the work.
